HAVE AGREED to the following terms and conditions:
1. The CONTRACTOR undertakes to supply the following goods, which are described below by purchase code and quantity: …………………. (Description of project implementation, stages / milestones, project deliverables per stage, end product. OR The project comprises of the components as specified in Annex I …………) for the project called “………..……” code ….……..  and Scientific Responsible Professor …………………….,  which is attached to and forms an integral part of the present agreement. 
2. Scientific Responsible of the implementation of the project shall be Professor …………………………….., Director of the…………………….Laboratory (if applicable). The Scientific Responsible shall supervise the implementation of the project.

3. The Scientific Responsible shall be responsible for the overall cooperation between the two contracting parties. In case of temporary absence or hindrance, the Scientific Responsible shall be substituted by a member indicated by him and designated by NTUA.

4. The type, quality, technical characteristics and specifications of the products will always be in line with what is described............................ (If available: select from: Technical Annex of the Project, the technical offer of the company, Evaluation Practice etc.), and in the Financial Offer of the CONTRACTOR, which was approved by ......................... (Date of the meeting of EDEIL) an approval decision of EDEIL and was posted to DIAYGEIA with Code No ............. and in KIMDIS with Code No ................ And shall be annexed and shall form an integral part of this Contract and shall not be altered unless agreed in writing by the Contracting Parties hereto.

5. The CONTRACTOR is obliged to deliver the above goods (instruments, consumables etc.) within ............................................. days from the date of signature of this contract. The contractor bears the risk of accidental destruction or deterioration of the products until their delivery to ELKE / NTUA premises and their final receipt (by delivery / receipt protocol) by the latter.
6. Products will be delivered to the premises designated by ELKE / NTUA. The transfer of ownership will take place upon delivery of the products.
7. For the procurement of instruments, any damage to equipment should be dealt with by the company within a reasonable time.

8. The selling price remains constant for the entire duration of this Agreement and shall not be altered until the parties have agreed in writing.
9. The price includes all the costs and expenses of the contractor, including but not limited to transport costs, travel expenses, storage, packaging, etc. The payment of the price all the obligations of the ELKE / NTUA against the Contractor and the latter have no or any claim against ELKE / NTUA.

10. Payment of the above price is made against the issue of the relevant invoice which the CONTRACTOR will issue for the value of the products sold (unit price X quantity).
11. The CONTRACTOR expressly undertakes and guarantees that the products delivered to ELKE / NTUA are in excellent condition and are of excellent quality, suitable for the agreed use, free of defects and adapted to high quality standards. Products must also be fully adapted to the technical specifications and agreed properties and technical characteristics required by European and National legislation listed in the award decision.

12. The CONTRACTOR is obliged to check the quality and specifications of the products prior to their delivery to ELKE / NTUA and to guarantee their good quality and operation. The contractor also undertakes to replace any defective product or product lacking the agreed properties or not conforming to the technical specifications after informing ELKE / NTUA. The Contractor is also required to indemnify any further damage to ELKE / NTUA due to the defect or lack of agreed properties or the required technical specifications.

13.The CONTRACTOR is liable to ELKE / NTUA and is obliged to indemnify any damage caused by a third party's claim due to any breach of the CONTRACTOR's obligations under this Agreement (and for example: actual defects, lack of agreed properties, non-compliance Etc.) as well as any compensation for infringement of intellectual or industrial property rights of third parties. The CONTRACTOR also undertakes completely against ELKE / NTUA and third parties any liability for a defective product producer in accordance with Law 2251/1994 of the Greek legislation.

14. In case of delay by the CONTRACTOR of all or part of the individual orders of ELKE / NTUA for any reason due to his fault, the CONTRACTOR is obliged to pay to ELKE / NTUA as a penalty clause an amount of 100 € for each day of delay and is also responsible for the full recovery of any further damage caused to ELKE / NTUA.

15. Courts of Athens shall have the sole jurisdiction in any dispute arising out of the present and including disputes concerning the validity, interpretation or enforcement thereof.
16. The CONTRACTOR guarantees the fulfillment of the obligations arising from the provisions of paragraph 2 of Article 18 of Law 4412/2016  "Public Works, Procurement and Services Contracts (adaptation to Directives 2014/24 / EU and 2014/25 / EU) "(Government Gazette A 147 / 08.08.2016).
17. In the event that the CONTRACTOR fails to comply with any of his obligations stated herein, all of which are considered essential, ELKE / NTUA is entitled to terminate this Agreement at any time and additionally require the Contractor to fully recover any direct or indirect loss.
18. The parties are not entitled to be substituted by a third party in whole or in part for their rights or obligations under this Agreement, nor may any of the parties be permitted to assign part or all of this (as a party and Execution of an order or part of an order) without the written consent of the other parties.

19. This Agreement shall replace all previous Contracts between the Contracting Parties.
20. For the supply of the goods described in paragraphs 1 & 2, an amount of .............. € (including VAT) will be paid, at which  there will be a deduction of 0,10% of the net value of the contract, before other taxes.
This Agreement is drawn up in two (2) copies and enters into force after signature of the Contracting Parties.
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
